I am drawn to the tomb.  Somewhere deep 

down inside of me, I want to believe.  There is 

this speck of hope that I cling to.  But it is so 

hard!  The cynical and skeptical fabric of our 

society often is at odds with what I WANT to 

believe.  Yet, I still...want to believe – no I NEED 

to believe.  And so, like you, I make my way to 

the tomb - and I hope - and I believe. 

(Pause to reflect in prayer): 

Loving God, I believe – but help my 

unbelief.  

He came to the rejected, and they 

welcomed Him!  ... Am I ready to welcome 

Him?

He came to restore the broken, and they 

worshipped Him!  Am I prepared to give Him all 

of my praise?

He came to bring us Peace... but they 

wounded Him...  Just like me…  

He came to show us what REAL love is...  

and what did they do?  They crucified Him!  

So here I am, here we are…  on our way to 

the tomb, again.  Will we be surprised at what 

we find?  

I shouldn’t be;  because Jesus continues 

to fuel my speck of hope, no matter how big or 

small it is.  I live not with an empty heart, but 

with an empty tomb!  The living Christ restores 

me, renews me, and claims me!  Yes, even me!  

This morning, as I approach the tomb, I 

remember the story of that first Easter:

You don't have to wait for the End. I am, 

right now, Resurrection and Life. The one 

who believes in me, even though he or she 

dies, will live. And everyone who lives 

believing in me does not ultimately die at all.
